
7-A-Side Tournament 2006 
RULES & REGULATIONS 

 
 
 

 
1. Entry Fee:  €120 per team - to be paid before tournament commences. 

2. Teams: Each panel of 10 players must be entered before the tournament 
commences and cannot be changed thereafter. 

3. Eligibility: This is a Parish tournament, it is only open to: 

a) players living, or in long-term employment, in the Parish of 
Piltown and not registered with any club other than Piltown 
AFC. Any player registered with another club is ineligible.  

b) players registered with Piltown A.F.C.  

All players must be over 16 years before the tournament begins except in the 
case where they are a youth league player. 

4. League Players: Each team is allowed 4 league players on the field at any one 
time. A league player is anyone who is registered and played league football 
with Piltown AFC for the season 2005/2006.  

5. Non-League Players: A non-league player is anyone living or working in 
Piltown and not registered with any league competition. Players registered 
with the Piltown AFC 4th Division (over 33s) team are also considered non-
league. 

6. All outstanding money due must be fully paid before the start of the 
tournament. The committee will review every panel entered and will 
pass/reject any team they see necessary. This is why every panel is to be in 
"early". 

7. Objections: Any objections through the course of the tournament must be 
given in writing to the committee accompanied by €20 which will be refunded if 
objection is correct. 

 
8. Players enter at their own risk. The club will not be held responsible for 

injury or loss or damage to property. I t  is  advisable that players get their own 
personal insurance. 

9. Fixtures:  Match fixtures will be given to each team. The fixtures given 
are final and are not open to changes or cancellations. If a team is more 
than 10 minutes late for a game, the opposing side will be awarded the points, 



if they field a team. If however both teams are absent, they will both loose 
their points and the match cancelled. Matches will be played "Rain" or 
"Shine" unless the committee sees it to be in the best interest of players safety 
to cancel a game. 

10. Tournament: will be run on a League Basis, with the top four teams qualifying 
to the knockout stages. 

The league stage will be run in 1 or more divisions depending on the 
number of teams entered. 
 
If one division: 1st place goes straight to final 

 2nd place goes into semi-final 

 3rd + 4th place play-off for semi-final place. 

If there are adequate teams for two divisions, the top two teams from each 
division go into Semi Finals. 

League games are 3 points for a win and 1 point for a draw 

In the event of teams being equal on points, goal difference will decide 
placings. 

Games will be 20 minutes aside and 25 minutes aside for semi-finals and 
finals. 

Play-offs, Semi-Finals and Finals will be decided on extra time (10 minutes a-
side) and penalties in the case of draw. 

 
11. Discipline: A Red Card in a game means dismissal and suspension (2 games). 

Two Yellow Cards in any one game means Dismissal and Suspension (1 game). 4 
points will be given for a yellow card during the Tournament and 12 points 
means Suspension (1 game). 

The Decision of The Committee will be final in all disciplinary matters.  
 
12. All teams must supply their own jerseys. 

 
13. Team sheets to be filled in and given to the referee before the start of each 

game. 
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
